		  Chopped fresh parsley to taste

Preheat oven to 375° F. Dice and 

brown the sausages in a cast iron skil-
let if you have one. Make the jamba-
laya according to package directions. 
When the jambalaya starts to boil, 
add the sausage. Once the jambalaya 
is cooked, gently fill the peppers with 
the jambalaya, lightly packing as you 
fill them. Place in a shallow baking 
dish and drizzle with olive oil. Bake at 
375° F for 25-30 minutes or until the 
peppers are tender. Remove from oven 
and sprinkle with chopped parsley. 
Serve immediately.

Smoked sausage adds a complexity 
to the flavor without adding complexity 
to preparing the dish.
